1. Time
2. Boring

4. Opportunity to learn (fear of 

not understanding)
5. Quieting your mind
6. Reading impairment

(Proverbs 8:17 - Prioritize God)

2. Is it? Or are you just trained to 
think that? Have you tried it to see 
if you can make it NOT boring

3. 2 Nephi 14:11, Matt 4:4 – Gods 
word written on your heart, Have 
scriptures accessible to battle Satan 

4. See resources to explore
5. Prayer / meditation 
6. Read with Others / Audio book

Additional Comments: 
- Always allow growth / read with new eyes (Don’t 

blow off a scripture because you’ve heard it before)
- Reading and understanding scripture can change 

your perspective

Before:

• Pray!! [Mat 7:12-13, 

James 1:5-6, Alma 
14:103]

• Don’t Cram 
(Reading Is not studying)

• Repetition 
(Schedule)

• Enjoy it (Start with 

the interesting)

• Environment 
(Quiet, soft music, 
library, nature, with 
others, etc.)

During:
• Pray!! (For understanding)

• Notes (Repetition)

• Oral Narration (“Re-

Translate”)

• Don’t Multitask (You 

can’t… Sorry)

• Content, Context, 
and meaning

After:
• Share (Repetition, 

Make a Class?)

• Question (Do you 

truly understand it? Ask 
for help)

• Apply (Live It!!)

SWORD Drill
Scripture: What scripture should I read today?

(Find a study verse to dive into)

Wait: What is this verse saying? 

(Wait on the Spirit – Meditate)

Observe: How does this verse apply to me? 

(Write whatever comes to mind that the Spirit leads you)

Request: What do I need help with from God? 

(Pray for help of understanding, or just Praise and thankfulness)

Dedicate: How do I need to apply this scripture in my life? 

(Devote to apply the verse in your life and write the words on your heart)

Study Plan Of Action (SPOA):
Time and place:

• Find your sanctuary (Trial and error)

• Best time that works for your 
schedule

• Try 2-4 Times a week 
(2-3 Hours per credit hour… How many 
credit hours is Heaven worth?)

What:
• Topic, Book, Search, etc.
• How to take notes

With Who and Goal:
• Who can you share your 

findings with?
• What do you want to get 

out of it (Knowledge, 
History, Sharing, etc.)

(Write answers to these things 
down and find a way to 

implement them in your daily life)
